Dear Alumni, Students and Friends,

“You are the conscience of the University.” an agnostic Penn professor said in her introduction of me
to a newcomer. Indeed, in so many ways that is therole that the Christian Association has played on
Penn’s campus for 115 years.

This academic year we taught students to connect Chistian faith teachings of the “least of these,” to
the crucial work of congressional lobbying on behalf of the poor and marginalized and for the
ecological future of our sick planet. We linked the term economic justice to the issues of the Penn
security guards’ wages and our graduate students’ neg for comprehensive health care. We called for
civil rights for the sexual minority communities an d for social justice for US born children of
immigrant families. We talked about the kidnapping and brutal use of child soldiers in Uganda and
the continuing US occupation and destruction of Irag. We led Bible studies that challenged and
hosted mixers that facilitated relationships acrossracial, cultural and religious lines. We advocated
for thoughtful ethical behavior towards panhandlers and in our own sexual lives.

In an effort to be relevant to the issues of the day,our biannual publication, The Christian Advocate,
is now thematic in focus and being assembled by stdent editors. This year we expanded our
electronic ministry to include podcasting aimed at college age students receiving national notice and
this fall are moving into the “blogging” world. In a ddition, to be good stewards of our resources and
energy the Board honed our statement of purpose to:*Our mission is to advocate for peace and
justice and educate for faith development of the Penn community,” therefore, program priorities are
shifting next year.

In a time when Christianity is too often reduced to empty creedal statements by the self-righteous or
a self-serving ideology mimicking the worldly status quo standard, our work to advocate for peace
and justice and educate for faith development is urgently needed. And yes, sometimes this means
being the conscience.
